¶ Demolition of existing bridge including piles 

¶ Excavation of material to formation level and disposal of 

material 

¶ Layering of bedding for culvert pipes, rolled and compacted in          

layers of imported natural material. 

¶ Formed culverts for drainage 

¶ Grass seeding to embankment slopes 

¶ 110m of Road Restraint Fencing with pedestrian access gates 

¶ Timber access steps on both sides of embankment with
